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Chapter I. Instructions to Bidders

Article 1: TERMINOLOGY AND APPLICATION

 The following terms and abbreviations used in this 「Instructions To Bidders」 and 「Conditions of Contract」shall be defined as follows.

  1. The Korea Agro-Fisheries & Food Trade Corporation is referred to as the "Corporation" or "aT", the National Agricultural Products Quality Management Service as "NAQS", the Animal and Plant Quarantine Agency as "APQA", and the Ministry of Food and Drugs Safety as "MFDS" respectively hereinafter and throughout this invitation. 

   2. Unless otherwise specified expressly for this invitation, it shall be assumed that such trade terms are used in accordance with the International Rules for the Interpretation of Trade Terms 2020 (INCOTERMS 2020)
3. "Government" means the Government of the Republic of Korea. 

  4. "End-User" means the Ministry of Agriculture, Food and Rural Affairs, the Government of the Republic of Korea.

  5. "Bidder" means overseas suppliers or local agents participating in the bid. 

  6. "Local agent" means the agent of an overseas supplier in the Republic of Korea. 
  7. "Overseas supplier" or "supplier" means a corporation that furnishes the TRQ rice under the contract. 

  8. "Contractor" means the overseas suppliers and their local agents collectively. 

  9. The TRQ rice is classified by the type as non-glutinous brown rice, non-glutinous milled rice, broken rice, specialty rice and so on.
 10. The contract price terms shall be CIF or CIP (CIF + other charges) specified in Article 7 (BID PRICES).

Article 2: COST OF BID 

 Bidders shall bear all costs associated with participating in the bid. aT has no responsibility for these expenses, regardless of the procedure or outcome of the bid.

Article 3: ELIGIBLE BIDDER 

 ① TRQ Rice bid is opened to the corporations registered in advance as an eligible bidder in accordance with the "Article 7 of aT's Commodity purchase Invitation for the Bid". The corporations are as follow.
1. Overseas Supplier
2. Local agents for overseas supplier established under the law of the Republic of Korea: Only one local agent is accepted as the bidder 

② Each bidder shall comply with the provisions of “Article 27 of the Act on Contracts to the Party of the State, Korea” and “Article 76 of the Enforcement Decree of the same Act”.
Article 4: REGISTRATION 

① Before participating in the bid, following documents shall be submitted in person, by post or through aT bid system(www.atbid.co.kr) by the deadline of registration. If overseas suppliers try to participate in bid without local agents, contact the Rice Management team in advance for a fingerprint authentication certificate for e-bid. 

   1. Application of Participating in the Bid (Annex 1-1) (In case of copy submitted, a certificated     

     copy only. In case of registering though the aT bid system, this could be omitted)
   2. Certificate of Participating in Bids on aT Procurement of Commodity
   3. Supplier’s Certificate (Annex1-2)
   4. Bid bond (In the case of registering though the aT bid system, original copy shall be submitted to “Rice Management team” after uploading a copy on the aT bid system within the due date.)
   5. Certificate of Business License(The issuing date shall be on and after the announcement of invitation to bid)
   6. Confirmation Document on Hiring Retiree from aT (where applicable)
   7. Other documents required as the case may be 
② A rice sample of 10kg (5 packs of 2kg) also shall be submitted. And the quality of registered sample should be the same or better quality to be shipped after awarded.  
③ In the case that the same overseas supplier participates in other bids with the same variety and specification, the pledge letter (Annex 1-3) may substitute for sample if it has been approved.

④ All Bidders shall submit “Implementation of a memorandum of Integrity Agreement”(Annex 1-5) with signed by the representative of the bidder pursuant to “Special Instruction to Bidders on the Integrity Pact” (Annex1-4) on registration.
Article 5: CONTENTS OF BID DOCUMENTS 

 ① The required bidding procedures and contract terms are prescribed in the bid documents. The following documents are included in “INVITATION FOR TRQ RICE BID”  

  1. Instructions to Bidders 

  2. Conditions of Contract 

  3. Various Forms

 ② Technical Proposals (specification), terms, forms, and all other bid matters shall be reviewed by aT. In case of failure to meet the requirements for a bid, can be rejected and the bidder takes all responsibilities for that.  

Article 6: LANGUAGE 

  All correspondences and documents related to the bid shall be written in the Korean (The English version is only for the reference.) The bid documents written in English may be permitted as long as it is translated accurately into Korean. However, Korean translation shall prevail over for interpretation.

Article 7: BID PRICES 

① A bidder shall enter the bid price, both unit price and total price on the aT bid system. 
 ② The bid price shall be in accordance with the conditions as follows. 

  1. The price of brown rice or broken rice on CIP basis is the sum of CIF (FOB including inspection fee, fumigation fee, cost of packing suitable for marine transportation, ocean freight and insurance premium) and other charges stating the price of the unit weight (M/T) and total price on the basis of the following items

   a. Price of the rice quoted on the basis of FOB port-of-exit 

   b. Ocean Freight to the destination 

   c. Insurance Premium (on the condition of including SWEAT&HEATING in ICC(A))

   d. Other Charges: Charges for all necessary operations in Korea such as customs clearance, formalities, unloading, etc. (commission and financing fee incurred outside Korea should be included in FOB price) including VAT (value-added tax). However, customs duties, levied by the Government of the Republic of Korea, and agricultural chemical residues analysis fee after the arrival at the destination port shall be excluded from Other Charges. 

   e. The price quoted on the basis of the sum of the above items (CIF + Other charges).

   f. Charges for all necessary operations in Korea include additional cost from warehouse

  2. The price of milled rice on CIF basis shall cover FOB, inspection fee, fumigation fee, cost of packing suitable for marine transportation and ocean freight, and Insurance Premium, stating the price of the unit weight and total price in accordance with following items :  

   a. Price of the rice quoted on the basis of FOB port-of-exit 

   b. Ocean Freight to the destination 

   c. Insurance Premium (on the condition of including SWEAT&HEATING in ICC(A))

   d. The price quoted on the basis of the sum of the above items (FOB + Ocean Freight + Insurance Premium)

  3. The above bid price include translation and travel cost arising from aT and Ministry of Agriculture’s business trip for Inspection at the Port of loading 
Article 8: BID CURRENCIES 

 All prices on the bid shall be quoted in the currency of US Dollar. 

Article 9: BID BOND 

  ① Total amount of bid bond shall be more than five percent (5%) of total bid value. Bid bond shall be deposited by the local agent or the overseas supplier before the due date of bid registration. 

  ② If a local agent deposits a bid bond, the form of bid bond can be cash, bank check, banker’s guarantee or surety bond with special stipulations for the insurance coverage. If a bid bond is paid in cash in Korean Won, the value of the bid bond will be converted into US Dollars at the 1st notified currency exchange rate by Seoul Money Brokerage Services, Ltd (hereinafter referred as SMBS) on the date of a bid registration. 

③ If an overseas supplier deposits a bid bond, the form of bid bond shall be cash or irrevocable clean Letter of Credit in favor of aT (Annex 1-6), In case of L/C, the advising bank should be aT head office Branch of Nonghyup Bank. And the deposit shall be payable at sight with aT’s statement that the accountee has failed to fulfill its any obligation under the contract. 

  ④ Guarantee period (or expiry period) shall, if paying by bank guarantee or L/C, must satisfy the following provisions: 

  1. Issuing Date: before the bidding date    

  2. Expiry Date: at least 30days from the following of the bidding date 

  ⑤ All bid bonds shall be returned or released. For the unsuccessful bidder, it will be made after the notification of the award, and for the successful bidder, after the payment of the performance bond or the completion of the contract. 

  ⑥ The bid bonds(five percent (5%) of total bid value) shall automatically result in unconditional forfeiture without recourse in the case of the following provisions: 

  1. Withdrawal of any bid after the bid closing time

  2. Failure to pay the performance bond within the period designated

  3. Failure to enter into a contract within the period designated

  4. Failure to enter into a contract within the period designated even if paying the performance bond 

 ⑦ Unconditional forfeiture can be waived only if withdrawal of any bid before the bid closing time for the reason of input error according to Article 10 Clause 2 (ENTERING BIDS)

Article 10: ENTERING BIDS 

 ① After logging into aT e-bid site, bidders must enter the bid price (the unit price and total price of the rice) by the bid closing time. There is only one chance to enter the bid price. Changes, cancellations or withdrawals are not permitted after entering the bid price.

 ② Any bid, however, may be invalidated by clicking Withdrawal of the Bid through fingerprint authentication certificate to withdrawal of the bid before the bid closing time for any grave error such as a bid price. After invalidating, the bidder cannot participate in the corresponding bid. But this is not applied to re-tender.

③ Before or after the bidding time, bidders cannot enter the bidding price of the rice.

 ④ aT reserves the right to cancel or postpone the bidding process in the event of an unexpected system failure of the aT e-bid site. 

 ⑤ During the bid period, except failure of the aT e-bid site, such reasons as failure of the bidder's PC, blackouts in bidding locations or loss of the certificate password shall not constitute a reason for cancellation or delay of this bid.

Article 11: OPENING OF BIDS

Price proposals will be opened by aT after receiving the inspection result of sample from NAQS.

Article 12: REVIEW OF DOCUMENTS FOR BID
 ① aT will review documents submitted for bids, and NAQS will inspect a sample for bidding. 

 ② aT will examine the amount of bid bond.
Article 13: AWARD OF BIDS
 ① The winner of bid shall be the one submits the lowest price (unit price and total price). However, the bid can be failed in the event that the lowest price is over the maximum price set by aT. If two or more bidders provide the same lowest price, the winner could be decided by lot.
② The decision on a successful bidder shall be made within 5 working days from the notification of the sample inspection results from NAQS. However, in case of special occasions such as domestic market fluctuations, this clause may not be applied. 

Article 14: SUBMISSION OF RE-BIDS AND RE-BID BOND   
① In case of re-bidding, eligible participants are limited to the bidders who have already participated in a bid. Bidders who intend to re-bid are not required to submit a duplicated set of documents, if the documents have been submitted with the original bid. However, the biding price shall be entered again

② A bid bond for re-bidding can be replaced by the bid bond submitted at the fist bidding. 
Chapter 2. Conditions of Contract

Article 15: SCOPE 
 This Conditions of Contract shall be applied to the procurement of TRQ rice to be purchased by the Korea Agro-Fisheries & Food Trade Corporation.

Article 16: Method of Contract 
 The winner of bid concludes an electronic contract through `aT bid` and regard electronic signature by the accredited certificate registered in a `aT bid` in accordance with Article3 of the Electronic Signature Act as signing and sealing.
Article 17: IMMUNITY 

 In the event that the purchase is cancelled by the Government or the approval to execute funds for the purchase is not issued by the Government, the contract shall be annulered by aT’s notification. aT shall not be held for any liability thereby. Electronic signature of the certified 
Article 18: CALCULATION OF DAYS

 The calculation of days may include Saturdays, Sundays and holidays. However, in the event that the expiry date falls on Saturday, Sunday or a holidays (in Korea), the expiry date shall be automatically extended to the following 1st business day (in Korea). In this case, the expiry date of the letter of credit shall be based on the criteria of the country receiving the letter of credit. 

Article 19: CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND PRIORITY 

 ① Contract documents consist of the bid documents, the particular invitation documents for bid, and the explanatory note of bid (instructions for bidding and terms of contract). 

 ② In the event of a dispute arising from the interpretation of the stipulations in the contract, the governing priority shall be: 

  1. Bid Documents

  2. The particular invitation documents for bid (distributed on the information session of the TRQ rice bid)

  3. INVITATION FOR TRQ RICE BID (Instructions to Bidders and Conditions of Contract)

Article 20: PERFORMANCE BOND 

 ① Amount of performance bond shall be no less than 10% of the total contract amount and paid by the local agent or overseas supplier within 10 days from the award notification.

1. If a local agent deposits a performance bond, the form of bond can be the banker’s guarantee or guarantee insurance bond with special payment prescriptions designating aT as the beneficiary. And the payment shall be made immediately when accompanied by aT’s statement that supplier and/or beneficiary have not complied with terms and conditions of the contract. 

    2. If an overseas supplier deposits a performance bond, the bond should be the form of irrevocable clean credit (Annex 2-1) in favor of aT. In case of L/C, the advising bank should be aT head office Branch of Nonghyup Bank. And the deposit shall be payable at sight with aT’s statement that the accountee has failed to fulfill its any obligation under the contract. 

3. The guaranteed period (or expiry period) shall last at least 90 days from the arrival date of delivery. 

   4. If a bid bond is paid in Korean currency (KRW), the value of the bid bond will be converted into US Dollars at the 1st notified currency exchange rate by SMBS on the due date of the bid registration.

② The performance bond shall be released or returned upon instructions of aT after the completion of the contract.

③ The total contract deposit shall be forfeited in the event of breach or non-fulfillment of a contract. 

④ Despite of notice of returning, discarding, or rejecting the cargo according to Article 23, a contract fulfillment can be approved and a deposit will not be forfeited if returning or discarding the cargo is made within one month from the day of acceptance of “Certificate of Return Report” to Customs Service. And returned or discarded cargo can’t be carried into the country by separating the B/L. In the case of being made a payment for cargo, it should be returned including some burned expense by aT such as L/C opening charge, inspection fee and so on. Before the returning has been made, P-bond return shall be hold. 
* If the TRQ rice supplied based on the CIF condition must be returned through the customs office which is nominated by port of arrival aT’s branch office.
Article 21: Pre-shipment Inspection 

1  TRQ rice inspection shall be conducted by internationally authorized inspection agency designated by aT.
2  The contractor and the inspection agency shall make the "Standard Contract" (Annex 2-2) for the inspection and submit one original copy to aT before opening the L/C.
3  The contractor shall comply with following conditions for smooth performance and pre-shipment inspection  
1. The contractor shall furnish the inspector with all reasonable facilities and assistances to enable the inspector to fulfill his/her obligations and responsibilities.

2. In the event of being rejected by inspector, the contractor shall tender additional quantities for inspection in lieu of the rejected, provided such tender is made during the term of the contract.
3. In the event the inspector fails to inspect the TRQ rice within twenty (20) days after the advice of readiness for the inspection, the contractor shall designate an independent inspector at the contractor's expense subjected to approval of aT 
4. The contractor is responsible for ensuring that the TRQ rice supplied to aT is identical to that indicated in the inspection certificate.
4  Inspection rules and procedures for TRQ rice shall be based on the guideline provided by the Federal Grain Inspection Service, USDA.

  ⑤ The inspector shall conduct followings before the shipment of TRQ rice.

   1. The inspection shall be conducted at the rice mills and packaging plants as well as loading ports. It shall be the contractor's responsibility to submit the list of mills, packaging sites, their locations and capacity and the notice of readiness for TRQ rice inspection to aT within 7 days after a contract.
   2. Upon receipt of such notice, the inspector shall inspect the TRQ rice without any delay and will promptly and immediately issue certificates of inspection. The inspector shall have the authority to reject any TRQ rice which does not conform to the contract conditions.
3. The inspector shall carry out the following operations:

    (1) Conformity with the specification suggested by aT and the specification of rice sample.
(2) Quality, unit weight, weight, and quantity

    (3) Specification of the packaging materials, packaging conditions, markings, and analysis of chemical residues and heavy metals (Annex 2-3)

    (4) Agricultural chemical residues in the rice (heavy metals and fungal toxins)

    (5) Fumigation treatment certificate

(6) GMO test and the existence of weeds for the subject of quarantine

    (7) In the case of container transportation, pallet inspection (conformity to the Plant Quarantine Act), container inspection, supervising installing materials such as moisture absorbents for safe transportation, loading supervision and sealing confirmation 

    (8) In the case of bulk transportation, loading supervision such as conditions of cleaning the hold, installed dunnage (International standardized wooden or plastic pallet-hereafter referred to as "pallet") and water proof mats for safe transport, the built- year of vessel, hatch cover water tightness, broken space between the hatchcoaming and the bags containing rice 

   ⑥ Inspection of agricultural residues in the TRQ rice (heavy metals and fungal toxins) shall be completed by the internationally authorized inspector in the shipping country designated by the MFDS based on the Food Sanitation Act of Korea. However, in the event that the inspection has been carried out by an organization located in other countries due to reasons attributable to the shipping country or that the whole inspection amount has not been inspected and re-inspection takes place in Korea, the overseas supplier shall be responsible for all the necessary costs.
⑦ In the event that the inspector analyzing the residual agricultural chemicals(heavy metals  and fungal toxins) in Clause 1 differs from the inspector in Clause 5, the former shall separately inspect the heavy metals in the TRQ rice. 

   ⑧ GMO tests shall be conducted or proved by the exporter's government or an organization authorized by the government (Annex 2-4) before shipping and the Non-GMO certificate shall be issued.
   ⑨ Fumigation treatment shall be provided at the expense of the overseas. The fumigant should be installed at the surface of inside container for preventing the rice from being contaminated by residue of fumigant. However, in the event that the temperature of the shipping place is below 5°c, fumigation procedure can be skipped based on the inspector's opinion and in this case, the fumigation fee and its import custom duty will be deducted from the total payment. If fumigation is necessary upon arrival in Korea, the contractor shall bear the expense.

⑩ Pre-shipment inspection shall not exempt from the duties described in Clauses 4, Article 2 (Registration).
   ⑪ In the event that the rejection applies to a part of the contract amount, aT may reject the total amount at its discretion
.
Article 22: Business trip for Inspection at the Port of loading
1 aT may dispatch its employees to check the inspection and processing status. MAFRA may send out employees of the NAQS to advise and guide the inspector, and the contractor shall provide the utmost cooperation to such dispatched employees.
2 Contractor shall ensure safety of member of aT, NAQS, APQA by providing transportation between airport/ inspection place/ lodging. And translation support shall be provided to run business smoothly during business trip for inspection at the Port of loading
Article 23: Inspection at the Port of Arrival
1  Food Inspection by MFDS, Plant Quarantine by QIA, and Quality Inspection by NAQS shall be done at the port of discharge besides pre-shipment inspection(Article 21).
  ② Inspection results of Plant quarantine at the port of arrival shall follow the opinion of QIA. If extra fumigation treatment is necessary according to the opinion of QIA, it shall be provided at the expense of the contractor. 

  ③ In the event that weeds subject to quarantine (Annex 2-5) are discovered upon the plant quarantine process, conditioning treatment shall take place according to related laws and regulations at the contractor's responsibilities and costs. In the event that conditioning is not possible, the whole freight shall be discarded or returned at the contractor's responsibilities and expenses. 

  ④ Based on the results from inspection by the MFDS or an authorized inspector, in the event that the amount of agricultural chemicals residues and heavy metals exceeds the permitted amount (Annex 2-6) or that GMO ingredients have been detected, all the TRQ rice shall be rejected including conditional carry-out (advance customs clearance) and the relevant amount shall be returned at the contractor's expenses or discarded under the MAFRA's consent.

  ⑤ Quality and specification inspection on arrival in Korea shall be done based on the Agricultural Products Quality Control Act. In the event of the critical failure to meet the quality standards due to reasons attributable to the contractor (non-conformity based on the inspection at the port of arrival), the cargo can be rejected. 

  ⑥ In the event that the TRQ rice is returned, discarded, and/or rejected based on Clause 3 or 5, the payment including import duty based on CIF and all other payments shall be returned for the relevant amount. The TRQ
⑦ (The TRQ rice supplied based on the CIF condition ; Non-glutinous Milled rice, Specialty rice) Shipping documents for the statutory inspection application [B/L‧Invoice‧Packing List copies, screening all containers into the source (by date including milling capacity), Hangul labeling, original Phytosanitary Certificate, original Certificate of Agricultural Chemical Residues] port of aT’s branch office until the arrival day. The contractor should burden the penalty when it occurs as quarantine inspection application is delayed because of the late arrival of the shipping documents. In addition, if free time exceeded due to delay of shipping documents, the contractor should take the relevant measures and any costs. Also the contractor should extend the number of days delay and pay the additional costs arising from failure to extend.
Article 24: Packing Materials and Labeling

  ① Polypropylene bag, PE or paper bag can be used as packing material, and the specifications of material, weight and size of bag shall be based on Annex 2-7.

1 The packing material and design should be the same under the same contract. A bag shall be suitable for the food packaging limiting heavy metals such as lead and cadmium in accordance with related regulations including the Korean Food Code. It must be ensured that this applies to the total contract quantity. 
1. The supplier shall submit draft of the packing design(front, back) to NAQS and aT by email and get the approval. [The printed actual color draft of the packing design(front, back) should be mailed to the NAQS and aT.]
2. The supplier shall submit sample bags to the NAQS(5 bags) and aT(1 bag) for approval
  ③ In the event of changing the standards related to the packing materials manufacturing as well as the length, width, or inward cutting of the packing materials based on the characteristics of the packing machines of the exporting country, the sizes may be adjusted for the use after an advance confirmation of the inspector that the change will not bring about a problem with the transportation, shipment, loading, and keeping of the rice.

  ④ The supplier shall load spare bags equal to one percent (1%) of each shipment in the case of bulk cargo ship or 10 spare bags per container in the case of container cargo ship. If ton-bag cargo is loaded onto container, spare bags equal to one percent (1%) of each shipment shall be loaded. 
   1. If the additional bags are needed for re-packing of a cargo because of submersion damage during the sailing or excessive torn bags during the transportation, the contractor shall supply the bags at their own cost such as packing materials cost and additional customs duties in Korea.
   2. Font size of Labeling on spare bags (including bag with rice) should be bigger than 16pt (24 geup) based on Article 7-3, the Enforcement Regulations of the Grain Management Act (Labeling of Grains, etc.) 

3. Milling date should be marked on spare bags with the same date marked when processing and packing.
  ⑤ For the 20kg or 40kg polypropylene bag packing, the labeling (Annex 2-8) shall be marked according to the packaging bag size. When attaching the markings in Korean at the back, the materials shall not be subject to damage and sewn into the package entry. And for the 1,000kg Ton bag packing, the labeling (Annex 2-8) shall be marked according to the packaging bag size.
  ⑥ As for the 10kg or 20kg paper bag or PE bag packaging, the labeling (Annex 2-8) shall marked according to the standards of packaging materials based on the Food Sanitation Act and the Grain Management Act and Agricultural Products Quality Control Act (Annex 2-8). The contractor shall be responsible for all duties and costs (fines, costs incurred, etc.) incurred due to the failure to comply with the package markings.
Article 25: Shipping Conditions 

  ① As for the bulk transportation, the following conditions shall be met.

   1. Port of Discharge: Korean port

   2. General and speedy handling (CQD conditions) shall take place to avoid demurrage and dispatch money added to the unloading tariffs.

   3. The broken space between the hatchcoaming and the bags containing rice shall be at least 2 meters to maintain a good quality of the rice. However, the space can be adjusted under the consent of inspector confirming no problem with cargo in consideration of the vessel size.
   4. The Shipment shall be done based on package bag unit. Large-sized bags may be allowed if the inspector ensures that there is no problem with the local inspection. However, if the large-sized bags are required to be disassembled after the arrival in Korea, the contract shall bear the necessary expenses.

   5. The insurance shall insure aT at the 110% stipulation ICC(A) conditions based on the total CIF amount and conditions for sweat and heating conditions shall be added. As for the rights to claim for the compensation, an agent based in Korea shall be designated for the execution in Korea.

   6. The contract shall install a dunnage mat (pallets shall be used and their thickness shall be over 15cm), waterproof mats, ventilators (mechanical ventilators), and materials necessary for shipping (leakage-preventive vinyl or mats shall be installed on the ship's side for safe transportation) to protect the freight at the contractor's expenses. In the case of loading a vessel with ton-bags, installing a dunnage mat and materials necessary for shipping should be conducted in consultation with the inspection agency for safe transportation.

   7. The pallets described in Clause 6 shall conform to the conditions laid out in the “Method of Inspection of Wooden Packages for Exported/Imported Freights” (Annex 2-9). Unloading pallets in Korea, the contractor shall bear the cost. (Not unloading from the ship, fumigation will not be necessary at the port of shipment. It shall be discarded being unloading contractor's expenses in the case of not fumigated.)

   8. The built-year of vessel shall not be more than 20 years and the size of ship shall be over   5,000 ton unless of specific conditions.

   9. While partial shipment is allowed, combination shipment, transshipment, and on-deck shipment are prohibited.

   10. It is not allowed to use an open-air storage (wharf or container yard) or indoor warehouses for preventing damages caused by harmful dust such as coal and cement etc which has fatal ingredients to the human.

② In case of container liner transportation, the followings shall be applied. 

1. Discharging port: Korean Port(s)

  2. The milled rice shall be loaded into a 20ft container in principle. However, in case of loading into a 40ft container due to the lack of containers, an advance approval of aT shall be secured and the additional costs including the domestic transportation shall be borne by the contractor.

  3. In case of loading the brown rice or broken rice into a container, the contractor shall provide appropriate treatment to avoid any violation against the country's Road Traffic Act and other related laws and regulations. (The approval for loading the milled rice into a 40ft container is conditional while loading of brown rice is self-regulatory.)

   4. Single and unit quantities shall be loaded into each container. However, 10kg or 20kg Combination shipment may be allowed for the last container of each contract based on the approval of the inspector.

   5. Shipping containers shall be palletized so workers can easily load/unload cargo, and the supplier must wrap the cargo to ensure smooth two or more-layered loading in the domestic warehouses (Annex 2-10) and the wrapping materials shall be well ventilated.

   6. If the loading method detailed in Clause 5 is violated or there is a problem with the two-layered loading such as the fall of the freight, necessitating reoperation, the contract shall be responsible for the cost for reoperation.

   7. Air bags, air cushions, and moisture absorbents shall be adequately installed in consultation with the inspector for safe transportation after the loading into containers. Moisture absorbents installation shall cover the innermost areas of the containers and at least four silica gel units (1kg each) per container shall be installed on the surface of inner container and should keep the adequate separation distance with rice for preventing from contamination. 

  8. Free time period allowed for the milled rice and glutinous rice in the container yard shall be more than 30 days and any charge (such as THC, container fee, demurrage, electrical charge, sanitation charge, etc.) during the free time incurred at the discharging port shall be at the overseas supplier's expense. In the event that fumigation is performed upon the order by the inspector and period should be extended as long as the Free Time (from starting date to completion date). At this time, all the costs will be covered by overseas supplier. The supplier shall indicate the following conditions on the bill of lading (B/L).
· Freight & THC(Terminal Handling Charge) Prepaid, 30 Days of Free Demurrage
* (The TRQ rice supplied based on the CIF condition ; Non-glutinous Milled rice, Specialty rice etc) If free time includes demurrage and detention, detention will be excluded from the Free time.
   9. The overseas supplier shall be liable for any premium (BAF, CAF) charged in relation to delivery by ship at the moment of D/O (Delivery Order) issuance in the destination port in Korea.

  10. Shipments which can't return empty container to ICDs (Inland Container Depots) near Seoul such as Uiwang, Bugok ICD and so on after unloading cargos from containers at the national granary are strictly prohibited. If additional charges are incurred for any reason prevent the transportation provider from returning empty container to near Seoul ICD, the overseas supplier must pay for additional charges. 

  11. The pallet for container shipment, which is on the shipping condition from the contract, shall conform to conditions provided in the “Method of Inspection of Wooden Packages for Exported/Imported Freights (Annex 15)”. Four or more disinfection marks shall be indicated on two on both sides of the wooden pallets for the convenience of plant quarantine at the place of arrival.

  12. Combination shipment and transshipment is prohibited.

  13. Partial shipment is allowed once within 1,000M/T under the same contract. In case of more partial shipments than allowed, an additional cost including customs clearance fee, inspection fee, statutory inspection should be covered by contractor
Article 26: Customs Clearance and Formalities 

① For CIP basis (brown rice), the followings shall be applied to the TRQ rice delivery.

   1. The TRQ rice shall arrive at the port of Korea within the designated arrival period, and the date of arrival is based on the date of port entry on the import declaration form of the Customs Service.
   2. The contractor must, at his/her liability and expense, carry out unloading, all customs clearance for the import of the TRQ rice on behalf of aT. For the customs clearance, Korean Laws requires the rice to be subject to plant protection inspection, food safety inspection (agricultural chemical residues inspection, GMO inspection), quality inspection and so on prior to the delivery to the end-user at the discharging port regardless of inspections and tests at the loading port. All these procedures shall be performed before the delivery of the rice to the end-user by the contractor. 

  ② The TRQ rice supplied based on the CIF condition shall arrive at the port of Korea within the designated arrival period and the date of arrival shall be based on the date of port entry on the import declaration form of the Customs Service.

Article 27: Inspection and Delivery 

  ① Delivery (on the basis of CIP) of the TRQ rice is assumed to be completed when the contractor places the TRQ rice at the disposal of the end-user at the port(s) in Korea after customs clearance, discharge, and all other necessary inspections. 

   1. The contractor shall attend all processes such as discharge, inspection and weighting. And quantities and weights to be delivered to the end-uses shall be inspected and weighted. The contractor shall sign all related documents. 

   2. In the event of any damage to the TRQ rice during the transportation from the supplier's country to the port of discharge and delivery, aT shall transfer the rights to insurance claim to the contractor. In this case, the contractor may discard the damaged TRQ rice under the MAFRA's approval. 

   3. The final delivery quantity of the TRQ rice delivered on the basis of CIP shall be decided based on the NAQS' inspection certificate.

  ② The container of the TRQ rice delivered on the basis of CIF shall be devanned at the aT's warehouse while the authorized inspector is attended. The total delivered quantities shall be decided based on the result of inspection, weighting, unit check, and damage check etc., after devanning from containers. When transit damage occurs from a port of loading to a place of delivery, the right of insurance claim can be transferred to contractor.
  ③ The contractor may conduct joint inspection at his/her expense and the overseas supplier may attend the inspection process in accordance with the article 1 and 2
  ④ Repacking, selection(including pallet wrapping) and fumigation should be made at the contractor's expense in the case of the shortage of amounts, torn bags or damages by insects and pests etc.

Article 28: Payment 

   ① After the contract is made, aT will open an irrevocable commercial letter of credit (L/C) with an authorized foreign exchange bank in Korea within one month from the first date of the processing of the first shipment at the contractor’s request. (Clarification of the point of time to open the letter of credit)

   ② For the TRQ rice on the basis of CIP, aT opens L/C and payment will be made as below.

   1. The L/C shall be opened in favor of the overseas supplier for the amount of the CIF value excluding other charges and shall remain valid for 3 months after the last arrival due date in L/C.

   2. The payment shall be made twice per a shipment. The first payment for 95% of the CIF amount shall be available by the presentation of the beneficiary's sight draft accompanied by documents stated in Clause 5, and the payment for the rest 5% of the CIF amount shall be available in a lump sum per a contract after the final delivery of a contract by the presentation of the beneficiary’s sight draft accompanied by the following documents. 
a. Detailed invoice showing commodity description, quantity, unit price, total price, and delivery terms
   b. The acceptance Certificate of TRQ rice issued by aT (Annex 2-11)

  3. Other charges will be paid to local agents in a lump sum per a contract after the contract fulfillment in Korean Won directly to the contractor after the issuance of Acceptance Certificate. The currency exchange rate between US dollars and Korean won is determined by the reference to the first notified base rate by the SMBS. Upon the request of the data of other charges by Korean Customs Service, the contractor must submit the requested relating data to the KCS. In case of making an additional customs duties charge, the contractor shall bear it.

4. The payment for 5% shall be made with aT's “The acceptance Certificate” because of claim for shortage, damaged goods, delay penalty. If amount of claim is over than 5%, aT can deduct it from P-bond or Other Charge. 
③ For the TRQ rice on the basis of CIF, aT opens L/C and payment will be made as below.
   1. L/C shall be opened in favor of the overseas supplier for the amount of the CIF value, and the L/C shall remain valid for 3 months after the arrival due date in L/C.

   2. The payment shall be made twice per a shipment. The first payment for 95% of the CIF amount shall be available by the presentation of the beneficiary's sight draft accompanied by documents stated in Clause 5, and the payment for the rest 5% of the CIF amount shall be available in a lump sum per a contract after the final delivery of a contract by the presentation of the beneficiary’s sight draft accompanied by the following documents.
a. Detailed invoice showing commodity description, quantity, unit price, total price, and delivery terms
    b. The acceptance Certificate of TRQ rice issued by aT (Annex 2-11)

3. The payment for 5% shall be made with aT's “The acceptance Certificate” because of claim for shortage, damaged goods, delay penalty. If amount of claim is over than 5%, aT can deduct it from P-bond. 
  ④ In the event that the quantity on the NAQS inspection certificate at the port of arrival or the weight inspection report exceed those in the B/L amount by mothership, the payment for the exceeding quantities shall not be made.

  ⑤ Documents that the contractor must submit to aT for the payment are as follows.

   1. Clean B/L, Clean Charter B/L

   2. Detailed invoice showing commodity description, quantity, unit price, total price, and delivery terms
   3. Packing List

   4. Certificate of Agricultural Chemical Residues issued by the inspector

   5. Certificate of Heavy Metal Residues issued by the inspector (Clause 6, Article 20)

6. Crop Year Certificate issued by the inspector or the concerned authority or the overseas supplier
   7. Certificate of Quality and Quantity issued by the inspector 

   8. Weight Certificate issued by the inspector

   9. Phytosanitary Certificate issued by the concerned authority

   10. Certificate of Origin issued by the concerned authority

   11. Fumigation Certificate issued by the concerned authority or inspector
12. Inspection certificate of bag specification and the heavy metals existence issued by the inspector 

   13. Non-GMO Certificate issued by the Inspector and the concerned authority (Annex 2-4)
    - If being no concerned authority, need a prior consultation with aT
14. Inspection certificate for the weeds for the subject of quarantine issued by the inspector

15. Inspection certificate of non-irradiation issued by the inspector or the supplier

16. Marine cargo insurances

 17. Other Documents (For bulk transportation)

    a. Certificate of Built-year of vessel issued by the inspector

b. Certificate of installing the dunnage and water proof mats in the hold issued by the inspector 

    c. Certificate of broken space between the hatch coaming and the bags containing the rice issued by inspector

    d. Hatch cover water tightness inspection certificate issued by inspector

Article 29: Delay & Early Arrival Penalty t
1  If the milled rice fails to arrive by the monthly designated delivery date or the brown rice arrives later than the designated delivery date, aT reserves the right to impose a delay penalty to deduct, for each day of arrival delay after the date specified, the amount of 0.075% from the value of the shipment.

  ② If the milled rice arrives earlier than the monthly designated delivery date or the brown rice is arrived over three months earlier than the designated delivery date, aT reserves the right to impose ‘the early arrival penalty’ to deduct, for each day of the early arrival, the amount of 0.075% from the value of the shipment. Also extra cost and responsibility arising from early arrival shall be burned by contractor.  

  ③ If the penalty for delay is expected to exceed the amount of the performance bond (10% of the total contract amount), aT reserves the right to terminate the contract 

④ In the event that the government or aT requests for the adjustment of the arrival or customs clearance period for the domestic demand/supply or price stabilization in the country, Clause 1 ~ Clause 3 shall not be applied.

Article 30: Duties of Notifications 

① The contractor shall notify to port of shipment, details on cargo, vessel name, ETD, ETA, and the invoice amount.

② The overseas supplier shall send one copy of B/L, commercial invoice, packing list, and phytosanitary certificate to both Rice Management Department aT and aT’s branch office(place of discharge port) by fax or e-mail.
1. (The TRQ rice supplied based on the CIF condition ; Non-glutinous Milled rice, Specialty rice etc.) Contractor shall send the required documents(copy of B/L, commercial invoice, packing list, and phytosanitary certificate) to aT for the statutory inspection application to its mothership arrival day. If Free time exceed because of delayed arrival of required documents, contractor should extend their Free time by their expenses.(See Article 23: Inspection at the Port of Arrival)
2. If Free time exceed because of the local transportation delay since late arriving original B/L, the contractor should extend Free time during the period(from customs date to arrival date of original B/L) and foot the incurred bill.

③ The contractor shall send a copy of custom duty payment slip and import declaration. For a conditional import declaration based on Enforcement regulations Article 31 (Conditional import inspection of the Special Act on the Food Safety Management of Korea, shall notify its progress and result to Rice Management Department of aT by fax or e-mail.
Article 31: Defaults 

  ① aT may, by written notice, rescind the contract or terminate the right of the contractor if a contractor refuses or fails to make deliveries a rice being up to grade within the time specified, or don’t perform faithfully any contractual conditions. In the event of any such rescission or termination, aT may without prejudice to its other rights resulting from the breach of contract, obtain similar rice elsewhere. 

  ② The breach of contract will automatically result in the unconditional forfeiture of the contractor's performance bond without recourse.
 Article 32: Claim for Compensation 

① If the amount of rice, which fails to pass the quality and specification inspection by NAQS in accordance with the Agricultural Products Quality Management Act of Korea, is minor, the compensation for the loss about such portion shall be calculated in accordance with Annex 2-13 and deducted from the amount to be paid on the basis of CIF (retention money).

  ② If arrival volume on 'weight reports' in the destination exceeds the B/L specific volume, it is not acknowledged as the excess supply. However, the excess volume, only less than 1% of the B/L specific weight, could be acknowledged as charging the supplier the compensation 

  ③ It is claimed compensation for any shortage of unit weight, quantity and total weight due to any fault by the contractor on the basis of the shipping amount (CIF) including custom duties paid. If the loss, however, is within weight tolerance, less than 1% of the B/L amount, custom duties shall not be included but if exceed, custom duties of the total amount of loss shall be included.

  ④ As for the compensation for the damaged due to reasons manifestly attributable to the contractor, all the costs arising from sorting, repackaging, handling, drying, and discarding the damaged cargo shall included additionally. 

  ⑤ Compensation under the provisions of Clauses 1or 3 of this Article shall be deducted from the 5% payment(retention money), amount on the basis of CIF. But the compensation can be deducted from the P-bond or other charge if necessary.

  ⑥ The calculation for compensation shall be rounded down below the unit of 10won(Korean currency) and the unit of a cent(U.S. dollar). 

  ⑦ Remittance charge or Transit fee is covered by aT in the case the overseas supplier remits the compensation with foreign currency or is charged through Stand by L/C

Article 33: Force Majeure 

   The contractor shall not be charged any excess costs or other losses, nor shall performance bond be forfeited in case of the followings:

  1. When the failure of the contractor (overseas supplier) in making suitable delivery is due to causes unexpected in advance and beyond his/her control, and its causes were without his/her fault or neglect including, but not restricted to, Acts of God or public enemy, acts of the government whether as contractor or sovereign, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, rebellion on the ship, riot, freight embargoes, unusually severe weather, and delays and failure of a subcontractor due to any of such causes as above.

  2. As for the non-fulfillment of the contract due to the force majeure, provided the contractor notifies aT in writing of caused of such failure not less than 10 days from the beginning thereof or such further period as aT may grant prior to the date of the final settlement of the contract, aT shall decide the fact and extent of failure, and its decision shall be final and conclusive, subject to the parties hereto holding right to appeal as provided in Article 32. 

Article 34: Export Tax Clause 

  Any export tax, fee of other charges which is being imposed or may be hereafter shall be at the contractor's expense. 

Article 35: Expenses

 A supplier shall cover banking charges, postage and all expenses for the fulfillment of the contractor's Obligations incurred outside Korea.  
Article 36: Governing Laws

  ① The contract shall be executed under the authority of laws, decrees and Governmental regulations of Republic of the Korea and the formation, the validity, the interpretation, and the performance of this contract shall be governed by the laws of the Republic of Korea.

2  All disputes, controversies shall be settled by district court controlling the area of head office of aT
Article 37: Interpretation and Trade Terms 

  ① In the event of any disagreement between aT and the contractor in the interpretation of the provisions of terms used in this Conditions of Contract, the mutual agreement shall govern. 

3  It shall be deemed that the trade terms applied herein are in accordance with International Rules for the Interpretation of Trade Terms 2020 (INCOTERMS 2020).

【Annex 1-4】
Special Instructions to bidders on the Integrity Pact

Article 1 (Purpose) 

  The Special Instructions to Bidders as to the Bidding based on the Integrity Pact aims to prescribe matters to be specially attended by parties wishing to take part in the bids for construction, goods, and services opened by the Korea Agro-Fisheries & Food Trade Corporation (hereinafter referred to as “the Corporation”) in addition to the General Instructions to Bidders.

Article 2 (Submission of the Integrity Pact by Participating Companies) 

① All the companies taking part in a bid shall be deemed to have submitted "the Oath to Fulfill the Integrity Pacts [Annex1-5]" prescribing that the Corporation and participating companies shall not be involved in unfair activities such as a collusion in the process of bidding, winning the bid, and implementation of the contract or provision of unfair benefits to the related employees such as money or entertainment and that in the event of violation of this, the companies shall not lodge a protest against the restriction on the bid participation and cancellation of the contract. Only the successful bidder shall sign the pact and submit it and the contractor, upon signing the contract, shall agree that the pact shall be considered to be the special conditions of the contract and company with this.

  ② In the event that the successful bidder refuses to enter into the contract with the integrity pact as special conditions attached and the contract fails to take effect within ten days from the notice of the success in the bid, the decision for the successful bidder shall be cancelled.

Article 3 (Request for the Submission of the Integrity Pact by Related Contract Employees) 

  The Integrity Pact [Annex 1-5], prescribing that in the event that contract employees are assigned to departments related to the integrity pact, the heads or employees of such departments shall not request for or receive any money or entertainment from the bid participants in the process of bidding, contracting, and implementation of the contract and that they will be subject to reprimands and punishments according to related laws and regulations, shall be requested for submission and they must be displayed. 

 Article 4 (Restrictions on the Bid Participation and Payment of Tender Deposits of Companies involved in Unfair Activities) 

  ① In the event that a bid participant has been involved in unfair activities such as a collusion for a bid price or inducement of the successful bidding of a specific person, the company shall be subject to the restriction on the participation in a bid opened by the Corporation as follows.

   1. A participant who has led a collusion to induce a specific person's successful bidding in the competition shall not take part in a bid for one up to two years from the date of the decision on such restriction.

   2. A participant who has negotiated a bid price in advance consultation in the competition or has been involved in a collusion for a specific person's successful bidding shall not take part in a bid for six months up to one year from the date of the decision on such restriction.

  ② In the event of having in involved in unfair activities such as a collusion for the bid, any such participants shall not lodge a protest against reporting to the Fair Trade Commission according to the MONOPOLY REGULATION AND FAIR TRADE ACT in line with Clause 1.

③ The participants shall not provide any unfair benefits such as money or entertainment to related employees in the process of bidding, winning a bid, contracting, or implementing the contract, directly or indirectly. In violation of this, the participants shall not take part in a bid for one up to two years from the date of the decision on such restriction. Any such participants shall not be exempted from the payment of tender deposits in any bids opened by the Corporation for two years from the expiry of the restriction on qualifications to take part in a bid based on Article 37 of the Enforcement Ordinance of the Act on Contracts to Which the State is a Party.

  ④ Companies taking part in a bid, in relation to the Corporation's measures to restrict the participation in a bid according to Clause 1 or Clause 3, shall not claim for damages or protest with any civil or penal measures against the Corporation.  

Article 5 (Contract Cancellation, etc) 

  ① Anyone who has bribed to related employees in relation to bidding, winning a bid, contracting, or implementation of a bid, shall be subject to the measures based on this Contract, as follows.

    1. In the event that the contract has not been entered, the participant may be excluded from the subject of successful bidders or if the participant has been decided to be the winner, such a decision shall be cancelled. However, if unavoidable based on the Corporation's business affairs, this may not take place.

    2. In the event that the construction has not begun after the entrance into the contract, the contract shall be cancelled. However, if unavoidable based on the Corporation's business affairs, this may not take place.

  ㅇㅇㅇ (hereinafter referred to as 'the successful bidder'), the company authorized by Korea Agro-Fisheries & Food Trade Corporation (hereinafter referred to as the 'Corporation') for the supply of the TRQ rice and ㅇㅇㅇ (hereinafter referred to as 'the inspector') designated by the Ministry of Agriculture, Food and Rural Affairs as the TRQ rice supplier hereby agree to enter into the contract for the inspection of the TRQ rice [Bid Number aT0000-BRI-11(000), Third-grade Brown Rice XX,XXX Tons] as follows.

Article 1 (Purpose) On behalf of the Corporation, the successful bidder, and the inspector, this contract aims to prescribe matters pertaining to the inspection for the safe introduction and management of the TRQ rice based on the mutual respect and trust.

Article 2 (Definition) Unless interpreted otherwise contextually, the "party", in this contract, shall refer to each of the Corporation, the successful bidder, and/or the inspector while the “parties” shall refer to all or part of the Corporation, the successful bidder, and/or the inspector.

Article 3 (Scope of Inspection) The scope of inspection shall mean the general instructions on the TRQ rice purchased by "the Corporation" to the bidders, quality and standard inspection based on the special instructions, safety inspection (inspection of residual agricultural chemicals, heavy metals, and GMO), phytosanitary quarantine (objectionable seeds), etc. and also refer to the scope of inspection described in Article 21, Chapter 2 Contract Conditions of the General Instructions to Bidders. 

Article 4 (Inspection Fees and Payment) The successful bidder shall pay (US$  /MT) to the inspector for the operation detailed in Article 3 and the point of time for the payment shall be agreed between the successful bidder and the inspector. The amount of inspection fees shall be equal to the amount provided in Article 7 (Bidding Price) of the General Instructions to Bidders. 

Article 5 (Duties of Compliance) ① Each party shall comply with related laws and regulations while implementing the overall conditions of this contract.
